· Continue to develop our letter formation.

In Maths this half term we will:
· Continue to develop our counting and subitising skills within numbers to 10 using a rekenrek
· Continue to compare amount using appropriate mathematical language.
· Consolidate our learning of doubles within 10
· Consolidate our learning of odd and even numbers
· Continue to practise our number facts to pass our Maths Passport objectives.
