· Blend sounds in simple cvc words in order to read them.
· Segment sounds in simple cvc words in order to spell and write them. 
· Continue to develop our letter formation.
Maths

In Maths this half term we will

· Continue to develop our counting and subitising skills. 
· Develop our understanding of the cardinal principle (how many?) and use this in context.
· Continue to compare amount using appropriate mathematical language.
· Explore the composition of number and begin to explain our reasoning.
